Any Ordinance Relating to Aeronautics in this County; and Provide for the Establishment of the Livingston County Aeronautical Board; Prescribing in Powers and Duties; Providing for the Construction, Enlargement, Improvements, Maintenance, Equipment, Operation of Aeronautical Facilities Within the County of Livingston; Providing for the Regulation of Aeronautical Facilities Within the County of Livingston.

The people of the County of Livingston enact: 

Section 1.
This ordinance is enacted pursuant to the authority of Act 327, of P.A. of 1945, as amended, and shall be known and may be cited as the “Livingston County Aeronautical Facilities Ordinance.” 

Section 2.
Aeronautics.  Any and all acts or matters which treat or deal with flight in the air space.
Section 3.
Aeronautical Facilities. Any or all devices, physical or otherwise, objects of nature or man-made, which aid and are used in aeronautics. 

Section 4. 
Aircraft.  Any contrivance now known, or hereinafter invented, used, or designed for navigation of or flight in the air. 

Section 5. 
Airport. Any publicly owned location, either on land or water, which is used for the landing or takeoff of aircraft, which provides facilities for the shelter, air supply, or care of’ aircraft, or for receiving or discharging passengers or cargo, and all appurtenant areas used or suitable for airport buildings or other airport facilities and all appurtenant, rights of way, whether heretofore or hereafter established. 

Section 6. 
Airport Managers. Any person who is properly appointed and designated by the Board as such airport manager, and who is made responsible for the supervision and operation of an airport to the Board. 

Section 7. 
Board.  The Livingston County Aeronautical Facilities Board. 
Section 8. 
Commissioners.  The Livingston County Board of Commissioners. 

Section 9.
Concession.  Any non-aeronautical facility or service required for the convenience of the public using the airport. 

Section 10.
Fixed-Base Operator. Any person, firm, corporation, or association carrying persons or property for hire, or furnishing aeronautical services, supplies or instruction in conducting such business for a particular airport. 
Section 11.
Landing Fields. Any publicly owned location, either on land or water which shall be used for the landing or take-off of aircraft with safety, but which is not equipped with facilities for the shelter, supply and repair of aircraft. 

Section 12.
Creation of Livingston County Aeronautical Facilities Board. There is hereby created and established an aeronautical facilities board to be known as the Livingston County Aeronautical Facilities Board. The board shall consist of seven (7) members.  The members shall be appointed by the Commissioners and all members of the Board shall be residents of the County of Livingston and at least three (3) of the members of the Board shall have aeronautical experience.  The first members of the Board shall be appointed as follows:   one (1) for a term of one (1) year; one for a term of two (2) years; one for a term of three (3) years; one (1) for a term of four (4) years; one (1) for a term of five (5) years; and, thereafter, all members shall be appointed for five (5) years. The manager of each aeronautical facility controlled by the board shall be ex-officio members of the board without vote. 
Section 13.
Removal of Board Member. The members of the board may be removed by the Commissioners for inefficiency, neglect of duty, misuse of office, or malfeasance, in a manner provided by law for the removal of other officials for like causes. 

Section 14.
Organization of Board, Meetings, Quorum. The board, shall immediately upon its appointment, organize, adopt a seal for the Livingston County Aeronautical Facilities Board, and make, amend and revise such rules and regulations for its administration not inconsistent herewith as it may deem expedient. At such organizational meeting the board shall elect from its members a chair-person, a secretary and a treasurer to serve for one (1) year and annually thereafter shall elect such officers; each to serve until a successor is appointed and qualified. No action shall be taken by the board by less than a majority of its members.  

Section 15.
Required Meetings, Compensation to Members. The board shall meet at least one yearly on the call of the chairman or by written request of at least three (3) members. Members shall receive such per diem compensation as shall be from time to time established by the Commissioners, in addition to their actual and necessary expenses. 

Section 16.
Office and Expense - Employee of Livingston County Aeronautical Facilities Board. The board is hereby authorized to employ such assistants, clerks, stenographers, and other help, and to make expenditures as it may deem necessary for the carrying out of the provisions of this act. 

Section 17.
Powers and Duties of Board. The board shall have general supervision over aeronautics within the County of Livingston. It is empowered and directed to encourage, foster and participate with political subdivision of this county in the development of aeronautics within the County of Livingston; to establish and encourage the establishment of airports, landing fields, and other aeronautical facilities; it shall make such rules and regulations as it may deem necessary and advisable for the public safety governing the designing, laying-out, location, building, equipping and operation of all airports and landing fields within the County of Livingston. 

SECTION 18.  Aeronautical Facilities: Specific Powers of Board.  In addition to the general powers in this ordinance conferred, and without limitation thereof, the board is hereby authorized: 

A.) Control and Operation. To control and operate all aeronautical facilities within the County of Livingston. 
B.) Airport Manager, Employment. To employ a regular airport manager for the airports, landing fields or other aeronautical facilities under its control.
C.) Management, Government Use of Properties, Rules, Guards, Penalties. To adopt and amend all needful rules, regulations and ordinances, for the management, government and use of any properties under its control, whether within or without its territorial limits; to appoint airport guards or police, with full police powers. 
D.) Police, Funding. With the consent of the Commissioners to appropriate funds for the salaries of airport guards or police. 
E.) Public Safety, Rules. To adopt and enact rules, regulations and ordinances designed to safeguard the public upon or beyond the limits of private airports, landing fields or other aeronautical facilities within Livingston County, or its police jurisdiction against the perils and hazards of instrumentalities used in aerial navigation; which rules shall be consistent with and, conform as nearly as may be, with the laws of this State and the rules and regulations of the Michigan Department of Aeronautics. 
F.) Property; Lease, Donation, Sale; Concession: Bond Security.  With the consent of the Board of Commissioners, to lease for a term of years, donate, or sell, such airports, landing fields, or other aeronautical facilities, or other buildings and structures relating thereto, or real property acquired or set apart for such purposes, to any person or persons, any other political subdivision or the state government, or the national government, or any department of them, either exclusively or in common with others, for operation and public use; and to confer the privileges of concessions with any person or persons, any other political subdivision or the state government or the national government, or any department of them, for the operation, use or occupancy, either exclusively or in common with others, of all or any part of the airports, landing facilities or other aeronautical facilities, including any buildings and structures thereon or related thereto, under its control for a term or terms not to exceed thirty (30) years, establishing the charges, rentals or fees at a fixed or variable rate binding upon the parties thereto for the full term of such lease, agreement or grant, which lease, contract agreement or grant may provide for the resolution of this use arising thereunder. 
G.) Same; Sale, Donation or Lease of Property Not Required. With the consent of the Commissioners to sell, donate or lease any property, real or personal, acquired for such purposes and belonging to the County of Livingston, which in the judgment of the Board, may not be subsequently required for aeronautical purposes, in accordance with the laws of this State, or the provisions of the Charter of the County of Livingston, governing the sale or leasing of similarly owned property. 
H.) Charges, Rentals, Fees. To determine the charges rentals or fees for the use of any properties under its control, and the charge for any services or accommodations, and the terms and conditions under which such properties may be used. 
I.) Acquisition of Property. No real property or any interest therein, including but not limited to air easements, may be acquired unless authorized by a Board of Commissioner Resolution specifying the parcel or parcels of land and the interest therein to be acquired. However, with the prior written approval of the Board of Commissioners by Resolution, the Board is authorized to acquire real property or any interest therein, in the name of the County for the purpose of establishing, constructing and enlarging the Livingston County Airport’s land and fields and other aeronautical facilities and, with Board of Commissioner approval by written resolution, to acquire, establish, construct, enlarge, improve, maintain, equip and operate said Airport, its landing fields and aeronautical facilities and other property incidental to its operation. 

J.) Incidental Powers. To exercise all powers necessarily incidental to the exercise of the general judicial powers herein.

Section 19.
Budget.  The Board shall annually, on or before the 1st day of September of each year, formulate a budget for the operation of aeronautical facilities within the County of Livingston, and present said budget to the Board of Commissioners annually on the date set forth above. The Board shall annually operate the Airport pursuant to and in accordance with the budget approved and established by the Board of Commissioners and shall make no expenditures other than those authorized and approved in the budget approved by the Board of Commissioners, or otherwise pursuant to Board of Commissioner resolution.
Section 20.
Board; Planning Responsibility, Federal Agencies. The board shall be responsible for the orderly planning and property development of aeronautical facilities within Livingston County and shall secure with the approval of the Board of Commissioners, such assistance and aid as may be available from any state or federal agency.
Section 21.
Same; Fees and Income Received. All fees and income received by the board, including any appropriations made by the Board of Commissioners to the Board, shall be retained in separate airport-related accounts as the Board of Commissioners may direct. 

Section 22.
Commissioners, Not Members of Board. No member of the Livingston County Board of Commissioners shall serve as a member on the Livingston County Aeronautical Facilities Board. 

Section 23.
Board; Annual Report. The board shall make annual reports to the County Board of Commissioners concerning activities of the Aeronautical Board in such format as the County Board of Commissioners shall from time to time determine. 

Section 24.
Board; Employees Of; Status. All employees of the Board shall be considered as employees of the County and shall be eligible for all benefits available to County employees, including life insurance, medical insurance, longevity, sick-pay, vacation, retirement and other benefits. The Aeronautical Board shall have sole responsibility for all questions regarding hiring, firing, and compensation to be paid its employees consistent with the personnel policies of the County. 

Section 25.
Grants. The Aeronautical Board and the Livingston County Board of Commissioners may from time to time apply for any state of federal aid to airport projects which they deem necessary, appropriate or desirable.
Section 26. Borrowing Power. The aeronautical board shall not have any borrowing or bonding power. 

Section 27.
Appropriation for Operation of Aeronautical Facilities. Aeronautical facilities within the County of Livingston shall be operated by the aeronautical board pursuant to an annual appropriation made by the Livingston County Board of Commissioners pursuant to the budget submitted by the board under Section 18. 

Section 28.
Severability. The several provisions of this ordinance shall be deemed separable and if any portion hereof is held invalid for any reason, the remainder of said ordinance shall not be affected thereby.
